Banke ApS develops and sells battery-powered drive systems.

Our customers are producers and operators of mobile working equipment like cranes and refuse
collection vehicles.

Our products are battery-powered systems which are developed for energy supplies of refuse
compactors and other equipment for heavy vehicles like cranes, lifting devices and road sweepers.
Our philosophy is to develop and market energy saving solutions, which will improve the environment,
are dependable and reduce the costs for our customers.

Financial review

The income statement for 2020 shows a profit of DKK 2,787,979 against a profit of DKK 3,724,031
last year, and the balance sheet at 31 December 2020 shows equity of DKK 8,094,0609.

In 2020 Banke ApS has sold drive systems and other services for refuse vehicles in a number of
European countries, where we have come reasonably through the year due to the fact that the
affection of COVID-19 pandemic has had impact on our core business.

With affection of COVID-19 pandemic in mind the management therefore consider the revenue and
profit generation for 2020 to be satisfied even though we did not fulfill our ordinary sales budget for
2020.

For the purposes of settling the company's receivables from Banke Open Doors ApS and Rasmus
Banke ApS, a dividend of DKK 4 million will be distributed. The distribution of this dividend has only
limited effect on the company’s liquidity as only DKK 113,000 is distributed out of the group

Events after the balance sheet date

No events materially affecting the Company's financial position have occurred subsequent to the
financial year-end.

Outlook

The Pandemic still causes delays and postponement of investments in our industry and this has
affected our sales negatively in 2020 and this will also affect our sales in 2021. However, Banke is
well prepared and well organized for market volatility and knowing the market will return with even
more emphasis on sustainable products like our, we have SUBSTANTIALLY increased investments in
product development and market introduction activities during the pandemic. Thus, we are very well
positioned for the future, and we have no doubt we will see substantial growth in our core markets
starting from the Q1 2022.

Accounting policies

The annual report of Banke ApS for 2020 has been prepared in accordance with the provisions in the
Danish Financial Statements Act applying to reporting class B entities and elective choice of certain
provisions applying to reporting class C entities.

The accounting policies used in the preparation of the financial statements are consistent with those
of last year.

Reporting currency

The financial statements are presented in Danish kroner (DKK).

Foreign currency translation

On initial recognition, transactions denominated in foreign currencies are translated at the exchange
rate at the transaction date. Foreign exchange differences arising between the exchange rates at the
transaction date and the date of payment are recognised in the income statement as financial income
or financial expenses.

Receivables and payables and other monetary items denominated in foreign currencies are translated
at the exchange rate at the balance sheet date. The difference between the exchange rates at the
balance sheet date and the date at which the receivable or payable arose or was recognised in the
most recent financial statements is recognised in the income statement as financial income or
financial expenses.

Public grants

Public grants to cover expenses are recognised in the income statement when it is deemed likely that
all grant criteria have been met. Grants which must be repaid under certain circumstances are
recognised only where they are not expected to be repaid.

Grants to acquire assets are recognised as a cut off item and are taken to income as the asset to
which the grant relates is amortised.

Income statement

Revenue
The Company has chosen IAS 11/IAS 18 as interpretation for revenue recognition.

Income from the sale of goods for resale and finished goods is recognised in revenue when transfer of
the most significant rewards and risks to the buyer has taken place and provided that the income can
be reliably measured and payment is expected to be received. The date of the transfer of the most
significant rewards and risks is based on standardised terms of delivery based on Incoterms® 2010.

Revenue is measured at the fair value of the agreed consideration excluding VAT and taxes charged
on behalf of third parties. All discounts and rebates granted are recognised in revenue.

Gross profit

With reference to section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act, the items 'Revenue’, 'Cost of
sale', 'Other external expenses' and 'Other operating income' are consolidated into one item
designated 'Gross profit'.

Other operating income

Other operating income and operating expenses comprise items of a secondary nature relative to the
entity's core activities, including gains or losses on the sale of fixed assets.

Raw materials and consumables, etc.

Raw materials and consumables include expenses relating to raw materials and consumables used in
generating the year's revenue.

Cost of sales

Cost of sales includes the cost of goods used in generating the year's revenue.

External expenses

Other external expenses include the year's expenses relating to the Company's core activities,
including expenses relating to distribution, sale, advertising, administration, premises, bad debts,
payments under operating leases, etc.

Staff costs

Staff costs include wages and salaries, including compensated absence and pension to the Company's
employees, as well as other social security contributions, etc. The item is net of refunds from public
authorities.

Amortisation/depreciation
The item comprises amortisation/depreciation of intangible assets and property, plant and equipment.

The cost net of the expected residual value for completed development projects and acquired IP rights
is amortised over the expected useful life. Acquired IP rights include patents, rights and licences.

The basis of amortisation/depreciation, which is calculated as cost less any residual value, is
amortised/depreciated on a straight line basis over the expected useful life. The expected useful lives
of the assets are as follows:

Completed development projects 3-5 years
Acquired intangible assets 2-3 years
Other fixtures and fittings, tools and 3-5 years
equipment

Leasehold improvements 3-5 years

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses are recognised in the income statement at the amounts that relate to
the financial reporting period. The items comprise interest income and expenses, e.g. from group
entities and associates, declared dividends from other securities and investments, financial expenses
relating to finance leases, realised and unrealised capital gains and losses relating to other securities
and investments, exchange gains and losses and amortisation of financial assets and liabilities.

Tax

Tax for the year includes current tax on the year's expected taxable income and the year's deferred
tax adjustments. The portion of the tax for the year that relates to the profit/loss for the year is
recognised in the income statement, whereas the portion that relates to transactions taken to equity
is recognised in equity.

The entity is jointly taxed with other group entities. The total Danish income tax charge is allocated
between profit/loss-making Danish entities in proportion to their taxable income (full absorption).

Jointly taxed entities entitled to a tax refund are reimbursed by the management company based on
the rates applicable to interest allowances, and jointly taxed entities which have paid too little tax pay
a surcharge according to the rates applicable to interest surcharges to the management company.

Balance sheet

Intangible assets

Other intangible assets include development projects and other acquired intangible rights, including
software licences, distribution rights and development projects.

Other intangible assets are measured at cost less accumulated amortisation and impairment losses.

Development costs comprise expenses, salaries and amortisation directly or indirectly attributable to
development activities.

Development projects that are clearly defined and identifiable, where the technical feasibility,
sufficient resources and a potential future market or development opportunities areidentifiable and
where the Company intends to produce, market or use the project, are recognised as intangible assets
provided that the cost can be measured reliably and that there is sufficient assurance that future
earnings can cover production costs, selling costs and administrative expenses and development
costs. Other development costs are recognised in the income statement as incurred.

Development costs that are recognised in the balance sheet are measured at cost less accumulated
amortisation and impairment losses.

On completion of a development project, development costs are amortised on a straight-line basis
over the estimated useful life. The amortisation period is usually 3-5 years.

Gains and losses on the sale of intangible assets are recognised in the income statement under "Other
operating income" or "Other operating expenses", respectively. Gains and losses are calculated as the
difference between the selling price less selling expenses and the carrying amount at the time of sale.

Property, plant and equipment

Iltems of property, plant and equipment are measured at cost less accumulated depreciation and
impairment losses. Cost includes the acquisition price and costs directly related to the acquisition
until the time at which the asset is ready for use.

Gains or losses are calculated as the difference between the selling price less selling costs and the
carrying amount at the date of disposal. Gains and losses from the disposal of property, plant and
equipment are recognised in the income statement as other operating income or other operating
expenses.

Leases

The Company has chosen IAS 17 as interpretation for classification and recognition of leases.

Leases that do not transfer substantially all the risks and rewards incident to the ownership to the
Company are classified as operating leases. Payments relating to operating leases and any other rent
agreements are recognised in the income statement over the term of the lease. The Company's
aggregate liabilities relating to operating leases and other rent agreements are disclosed under
"Contingent liabilities".

Impairment of fixed assets

The carrying amount of intangible assets, property, plant and equipment and investments in
subsidiaries and associates is assessed for impairment on an annual basis.

Impairment tests are conducted on assets or groups of assets when there is evidence of impairment.
The carrying amount of impaired assets is reduced to the higher of the net selling price and the value
in use (recoverable amount).

The recoverable amount is the higher of the net selling price of an asset and its value in use. The
value in use is calculated as the present value of the expected net cash flows from the use of the
asset or the group of assets and the expected net cash flows from the disposal of the asset or the
group of assets after the end of the useful life.

Previously recognised impairment losses are reversed when the reason for recognition no longer
exists. Impairment losses on goodwill are not reversed.

Inventories

Inventories are measured at cost in accordance with the FIFO method. Where the net realisable value
is lower than cost, inventories are written down to this lower value. The net realisable value of
inventories is calculated as the sales amount less costs of completion and expenses required to effect
the sale and is determined taking into account marketability, obsolescence and development in the
expected selling price.

The cost of raw materials and consumables comprises the cost of acquisition plus delivery costs.

Receivables
Receivables are measured at amortised cost.
The Company has chosen IAS 39 as interpretation for impairment of financial receivables.

An impairment loss is recognised if there is objective evidence that a receivable or a group of
receivables is impaired. If there is objective evidence that an individual receivable has been impaired,
an impairment loss is recognised on an individual basis.

Receivables in respect of which there is no objective evidence of individual impairment are tested for
objective evidence of impairment on a portfolio basis. The portfolios are primarily based on the
debtors' domicile and credit ratings in line with the Company's risk management policy. The objective
evidence applied to portfolios is determined based on historical loss experience.

Impairment losses are calculated as the difference between the carrying amount of the receivables
and the present value of the expected cash flows, including the realisable value of any collateral
received. The effective interest rate for the individual receivable or portfolio is used as discount rate.

Prepayments

Prepayments recognised under "Assets" comprise prepaid expenses regarding subsequent financial
reporting years.

Equity

Reserve for development costs

The reserve for development costs comprises recognised development costs. The reserve cannot be
used to distribute dividend or cover losses. The reserve will be reduced or dissolved if the recognised
development costs are amortised or are no longer part of the Company's operations by a transfer
directly to the distributable reserves under equity.

Provisions

Provisions comprise anticipated expenses relating to warranty commitments, onerous contracts,
restructurings, etc. Provisions are recognised when the Company has a legal or constructive
obligation at the balance sheet date as a result of a past event and it is probable that an outflow of
resources embodying economic benefits will be required to settle the obligation.

Provisions are measured at net realisable value or at fair value if the obligation is expected to be
settled far into the future.

Warranty commitments include expenses for remedial action in respect of the contract work within
the warranty period of 1-5 years. Provisions for warranty commitments are measured at net realisable
value and recognised based on past experience. Provisions that are expected to mature more than
one year after the balance sheet date are discounted at average bond yields.

Income taxes

Current tax payables and receivables are recognised in the balance sheet as the estimated income tax
charge for the year, adjusted for prior-year taxes and tax paid on account.

Deferred tax is measured according to the liability method on all temporary differences between the
carrying amount and the tax base of assets and liabilities. However, deferred tax is not recognised on
temporary differences relating to goodwill which is not deductible for tax purposes and on office
premises and other items where temporary differences, apart from business combinations, arise at
the date of acquisition without affecting either profit/loss for the year or taxable income. Where
alternative tax rules can be applied to determine the tax base, deferred tax is measured based on
Management's intended use of the asset or settlement of the liability, respectively.

Deferred tax is measured according to the tax rules and at the tax rates applicable at the balance
sheet date when the deferred tax is expected to crystallise as current tax. Deferred tax assets are
recognised at the expected value of their utilisation; either as a set-off against tax on future income
or as a set-off against deferred tax liabilities in the same legal tax entity. Changes in deferred tax due
to changes in the tax rate are recognised in the income statement.

Liabilities

Financial liabilities are recognised at the date of borrowing at the net proceeds received less
transaction costs paid. On subsequent recognition, financial liabilities are measured at amortised cost,
corresponding to the capitalised value, using the effective interest rate. Accordingly, the difference
between the proceeds and the nominal value is recognised in the income statement over the term of
the loan. Financial liabilities also include the capitalised residual lease liability in respect of finance
leases.

Other liabilities are measured at net realisable value.
